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The town’s glorious 4 kilometre stretch of the River
Thames is just a few minutes walk, with its crews of
rowers, regal swans and eclectic mix of friendly cafés,
well-known restaurants and popular pubs and bars.

On the banks of the River Thames you will also
find the world-famous Hampton Court Palace.

Its historic formal gardens lead onto 750 acres of
rolling green parkland which, with Royal Bushy Park
directly north, are home to the descendants of
King Henry VlII’s deer.

Alternatively, a short car journey gets you to
London’s largest park, Royal Richmond Park.
At 2,500 acres, it boasts ancient trees, rare
species and distant views of St Paul’s Cathedral.
